Charity Fund – Guidance Notes

Progress Housing Group (the Group) operates a charity fund.  This is used to support the fundraising activities carried out by colleagues, tenants and customers of the Group.
Applications can be made to the Charity Fund to match the money raised, up to a value of £1,000 per fundraising activity.  
To apply for a contribution please complete a Charity Fund application form and forward this to the Progress Involvement Team either by email to community@progressgroup.org.uk or by posting it to Sumner House, 21 King Street, Leyland, Lancashire, PR25 2LW. 
All applications received will be forwarded for approval.
The Charity Fund has the following requirements, which need to be met by all applications;

· The Group will only accept applications supporting registered charities or community groups that have a constitution. 
· The charity or organisation must be based in or be active in an area in which the Group operates.
· The charity or organisation must have a bank account or funding page to which the Group can make the donation directly.  If payment is made by cheque, the cheque will be made payable to the registered charity or organisation.
· The Group will not fund salaries or administration costs of the project or event.

· Applications will support specific events or projects where colleagues, tenants or customers are participating.  

· The Group will match the funds raised by colleagues, tenants or customers, up to £1,000 per fundraising activity.  Evidence of the funds raised must be provided as part of the application.
· Funding will be available up to the budget limit set for each financial year (April – March).  We will not be able to make donations when the annual budget has been spent.
· The Group will not consider applications for any projects or events that have an overt or implicit religious or political affiliation.

· The Group will not purchase advertising space in charitable publications.

· It is a condition of receiving funding from the Charity Fund that the applicant provides the Group with feedback on the event or project, which may be used to promote the Charity Fund and the contributions it has made to charities.  The stories may be included on our intranet, website, newsletters and social media channels.  This could include, but is not limited to photography or video coverage during or following the fundraising activity.
· The charity or organisation supported by the Charity Fund also has the right to promote the Group through their specific event, project or through local media in line with the Group’s branding guidelines. The Group’s brand logo and brand guidelines can be requested from the Progress Involvement Team.
· The information provided in your application will be used for the purpose of processing your application to the Charity Fund.  It may also be used to promote the Groups Charity Fund and the good work it helps to support.
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
